Mail Attender for Lotus Notes new features(January 4, 2011):

Archiving Documents:

Automatically restore document when opened in the document archive.

Within the 'Document Archive Definition', the option 'Restore when opened'

was been added which will automatically restore an archived document when the user opens it within the archived database. This requires a mail template change.

Display reclamation statistics for archived documents per user.

The 'Mail User Information' form and 'Administration\2. Mail User Information\4. Database Properties\3. Statistics\2. By Reclamation' view were updated to display the values.

Use 'Owner' value within 'CalendarProfile' when processing archive databases.

When processing archive databases, the administrators can notify the owner.

This is done via the 'Owner' value within the 'CalendarProfile' document.

Prevent documents with archived attachments from being archived.

Within the 'Attachment' Mail Restriction, you can specify that documents from which attachments have been archived, are not available to be archived using the inherent archiving. Select the 'Prevent inherent archive' option within the 'Options' field in the Attachment | Options tab.

Attachments:
Use SMTPOriginator value for attachment source.

When collecting attachment information, the SMTPOriginator field is being used to determine the source of the attachment.

Collect date when processing attachments.

When collecting the attachment information via an 'Attachment' restriction, the document date used in determining the document age will be included.

Additional method to restore archived attachments.

A 'Restore' button has been added to the 'Attachment' form within the Mail Attender Archive database that will allow a user to restore the attachment that is currently opened.

Capture creation date when processing documents by 'Content' and 'Type'.

When collecting the document information via Document 'Content' or 'Type restrictions, the document creation date will also be collected in addition to the document subject and source.

Override excluded documents option.

This option will allow you to include documents that are excluded via the 'Exclude folders' option being selected within another document restriction. This option only needs to be selected if multiple document restrictions performing the same action (analyze, archive, etc.) are active during the same execution and one of the restrictions has 'Exclude folders'

selected.

Provide OU keywords for Document Archive Definition.

Within the 'Document Archive Definition' form, you can specify the OU1, OU2, OU3 and/or OU4 component of the user name for the archive file path.

Out of Office:
Provide ability to expire Out of Office requests prematurely.

Within the 'Mail Attender Out of Office' view, the user can 'Expire' an Out of Office request without opening the document. Select the Out of Office request and click the 'Expired' button.

Profile:
Provide keywords for 'Profile' restriction.

Within the 'Profile' restriction, you can select user-specific keywords for profile document values.

Miscellaneous:
Provide 'Did you know...' hints when Mail Attender is opened:
Each time Mail Attender (attender.nsf) is opened, a hint will display highlighting a feature and explaining the benefits. You can enable/disable either one or all of the hints at any time.

Additional keywords added to Notification Header Definition:
New keywords have been added to the Notification Header Definition. They are 'AttachmentsArchived', 'AttachmentsCollected', 'AttachmentsDeleted', 'AttachmentSpaceArchived', 'AttachmentSpaceCollected' and 'AttachmentSpaceDeleted'. These can be used to reflect the totals for the specified values.

Provide option to rebuild view indexes:
Within the 'Server Definition', the 'Rebuild views indexes' option has been added that provides the ability to update the view indexes for a mail database.
